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A versatile recitalist and chamber musician, violinist Päivikki Nykter, is 
equally at home with standard repertoire as well as contemporary music. 
A native of Finland, she is a graduate of the Sibelius Academy in Hel-
sinki. Ms. Nykter served as an Artist-in-Residence at the University of 
California San Diego Music Department from 1994 to 2006. She is now 
a freelance violinist maintaining a busy concert schedule as well as teach-
ing the Alexander Technique both in the US and Europe.
