In addition to his 
groundbreaking work in telematic performance, Dresser has appeared on more 
than 130 recordings including three solo recordings, a DVD, and his work as a 
member of the Anthony Braxton Quartet. He has also performed and recorded 
the music of Ray Anderson, Jane Ira Bloom, Tim Berne, Anthony Davis, Dave 
Douglas, Osvaldo Golijov, Gerry Hemingway, Bob Ostertag, Lei Liang, Joe 
Lovano, Roger Reynolds, Henry Threadgill, Dawn Upshaw, and John Zorn.  
Last year, Dresser was presented with a Doris Duke Impact Award for his con-
tributions to jazz music.

Bassist BARRE PHILLIPS (1934) is a pioneering bass improviser/composer 
best known for his work uniting the styles of free jazz and improvisation. A 
San Francisco native, Phillips has lived in France since the 1970s, where he 
founded the nonprofit European Improvisation Center in 2014. His first 
recording, released as Journal Violone in 1968, explored solo improvisational 
jazz and is now regarded as the first solo bass recording. Since then, Phillips 
has recorded and performed with many of the legends of jazz and improvised 
music including George Russell, Ornette Coleman, Dave Holland, Derek 
Bailey, Barry Guy, Evan Parker, Peter Brötzmann and many others.
