As our membership numbers skyrocketed and program 
participation grew, the amount of money we gave away 
also increased.

We continue to bring families together by fostering 
connections through youth sports, camps and fitness 
opportunities.

And we know parents need spaces where young children 
can go while they take classes or work out in the Wellness 
Center.

Thanks to donations from area businesses and a generous 
sponsor, we added free meals to our Safety Around Water 
program this year. We saw an increase in attendance 
through the 4-day free water safety program. Addressing 
food insecurity is an area we intend to expand next year.

You have been a vital partner in ensuring we can deliver 
our core programs and helping us find different ways 
to respond to our community’s emerging needs. We are 
grateful for our members, staff, volunteers, donors and 
other dedicated organizations who continue to assist us as 
we explore and expand our service offerings.
