
The following flowchart is intended to provide general guidance regarding whether a notice of a right to cure is required and is not meant to serve as a substitute for reading the various 
laws discussed, seeking legal counsel, or otherwise requesting Department guidance and/or interpretations on the laws it administers and enforces.

IS A NOTICE OF A RIGHT TO CURE REQUIRED BY TITLE 37?

Is it a consumer credit transaction (1-301(11)):
•	 Credit sale (2-104)
•	 Loan (3-104)
•	 Lease (2-106)
•	 Rental-purchase agreement (2-701)Then unless the parties made the 

contract/transaction subject to Title 37, 
it is outside of the CPC including the 
requirement to send a Notice of RTC.

(1) An installment contract or
(2) A rental-purchase agreement
