Purpose: To define the requirements for structures built over sanitary or storm mainline
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Definition: A sewer main line build-over permit type involves the proposed construction of a building or other structure
over, or within an easement for an existing sanitary or storm sewer mainline. The build-over is allowed only
if it is not feasible for the mainline to be rerouted. All mainlines being built over must be replaced with
approved pipe material.
