The basic requirement of equality of treatment in any
multilateral commercial policy system; the most-
favourcd-nation treatment and the exceptions to that
rule (customs unions, preferences, anti-dumping
measurss, etc.).

The problem of commodities; the action of the various
international bodies dealing with the problem: TUN, FAO,
ICCICA, study groups, the draft SACA, commodity agreements
now operating; the consideration of other problcms
affecting trade (such as rcstrictive business practices).



The relations of the GATT with other intergovernmental
agencies dealing with economic preblems (1. the United
Nations and its rcgional commissions; 2. United Nations
Specialized Agencies: IMF, FAO, ILO; 3. other inter-
governmcntal bodies: OCEEC, European Coal and Steel
Community, Council of Zurope, Customs Co-operation
Council; 4. non-governmental bedies).
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
