•  Senator-Elect Tammy Duckworth (D) (Illinois): the first Thai-American elected to the Senate and previous FAPAC Military 

Award winner in 2005 

•  Senator-Elect Kamala Harris (D) (California): the first Indian (Tamil)-American elected to the Senate 

•  Representative Ami Bera (D) (California-7th): re-elected Indian (Gujarati)-American member and long time FAPAC supporter 

•  Representative Judy Chu (D) (California-27th): re-elected Chinese-American member and long time FAPAC supporter 

•  Representative Ted Lieu (D) (California-33rd): re-elected Chinese-American member and long time FAPAC supporter 

•  Representative Colleen Hanabusa (D) (Hawaii-1st): re-elected Asian-American member from Hawaii 

•  Representative-Elect Pramila Jayapal (D) (Washington-7th): the first Indian-American woman to serve in the House 

•  Representative-Elect Raja Krishnamoorthi (D) (Illinois-8th): the first Hindu Indian-American member of Congress  

•  Representative-Elect Ro Khanna (D) (California-17th): new Indian-American member of Congress  

•  Representative-Elect Stephanie Murphy (D) (Florida-7th): the first Vietnamese American woman elected to the House 

 

This brings the total of AAPI representatives and senators in Congress to 18, a new high.  We look forward to working with these
