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OVERVIEW OF INCOMING SIGNALS

The following information is based on incoming signals made to the NHTRC from January 1, 2015 — December 31,
2015 about human trafficking cases and issues related to human trafficking in Georgia. Signals refer to incoming
communications with the NHTRC and can take the form of phone calls, online tip reports, or emails. Signals
regarding topics unrelated to human trafficking are not included in this report. In 2015, the NHTRC received a total
of 24,757 signals nationwide.

SUBSTANTIVE CALL DATA

The following statistics are based solely on substantive calls about human trafficking and issues related to human
trafficking made to the NHTRC between January 1, 2015 and December 31, 2015 from callers in Georgia at the time
of the call. Substantive calls exclude hang-ups, missed calls, wrong numbers, and calls in which the caller’s reason
for calling is unknown.

This category also includes cases in which the
person reporting the information references human trafficking but does not provide further detail regarding the presence of
labor or commercial sex. These cases are often submitted to the NHTRC through anonymous online tip reports.
