SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(C) (1) THE REPRESENTATIVE OF THE CENTER FOR EQUITABLE
ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE AND MACHINE LEARNING SYSTEMS AT MORGAN STATE
UNIVERSITY SHALL SERVE AS THE CHAIR OF THE COMMISSION.

(2) THE REPRESENTATIVE OF THE CENTER FOR APPLIED Al AT THE
UNIVERSITY OF MARYLAND, BALTIMORE COUNTY SHALL SERVE AS THE VICE CHAIR
OF THE COMMISSION.

(D) THE CENTER FOR EQUITABLE ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE AND
MACHINE LEARNING SYSTEMS AT MORGAN STATE UNIVERSITY SHALL PROVIDE
STAFF FOR THE COMMISSION.

(E) A MEMBER OF THE COMMISSION:

(1) MAY NOT RECEIVE COMPENSATION AS A MEMBER OF THE
COMMISSION; BUT

(2) IS ENTITLED TO REIMBURSEMENT FOR EXPENSES UNDER THE
STANDARD STATE TRAVEL REGULATIONS, AS PROVIDED IN THE STATE BUDGET.

(F) (1) THE COMMISSION SHALL:

(I) ADVISE THE ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE SUBCABINET OF
THE GOVERNOR’S EXECUTIVE COUNCIL ON TECHNOLOGY AND SCIENCE
DEVELOPMENTS;

(I) MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON THE RESPONSIBLE AND
PRODUCTIVE USE OF ALGORITHMIC DECISION SYSTEMS IN THE STATE AND HOW
SYSTEMS CAN BE IMPLEMENTED CONSISTENT WITH THE VALUES OF THE STATE;

(II1) REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON ALGORITHMIC
DECISION SYSTEM POLICIES OF THE ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE SUBCABINET OF
THE GOVERNOR’S EXECUTIVE COUNCIL;

(IV) PROVIDE INSIGHT, EVALUATIONS, AND
RECOMMENDATIONS; AND—OVERSIGHT REGARDING THE DEVELOPMENT AND
APPLICATION OF ALGORITHMIC DECISION SYSTEMS, MACHINE LEARNING,
ASSOCIATED ALGORITHMS, AND TECHNOLOGY IN THE STATE;

(V) ESTABLISH WORKGROUPS TO STUDY AND MAKE
RECOMMENDATIONS ON:

1. CLARIFYING AND PRACTICING RESPONSIBLE
ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE IN OPERATIONS, PROCUREMENT, AND POLICY AND
DEFINING A CODE OF ETHICS FOR ITS INTEGRATION AND USE;

2. THE DEVELOPMENT AND APPLICATION OF
ALGORITHMIC DECISION SYSTEMS AND MACHINE LEARNING TECHNOLOGY BY
STATE GOVERNMENT;
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3. THE CONCORDANCE BETWEEN EVOLVING
TECHNOLOGY AND REGULATIONS RELATED TO STATE LICENSING AND
CERTIFICATION, IDENTIFYING:

A. WAYS FOR REGULATORY BOARDS TO KEEP UP WITH
EMERGING TECHNOLOGY TO DETERMINE AND APPROPRIATELY ALIGN PERMITTED
USE OF, AND LEVEL OF SUPERVISION FOR, NEW TECHNOLOGY;

B. THE RISKS FOR PHYSICAL HARM TO CONSUMERS
ASSOCIATED WITH THE USE OF THE NEW TECHNOLOGY; AND

C. LICENSEE CATEGORIES WHOSE MEMBERS HAVE THE
NECESSARY SKILLS, EDUCATION, AND ABILITY TO MINIMIZE AND ADDRESS HARM
THAT MAY OCCUR; AND

4. ALGORITHMIC CHALLENGES, REDRESSAL, AND
OTHER TECHNIQUES DESIGNED TO CREATE EQUITABLE, ETHICAL, GOVERNABLE,
TRANSPARENT, RESPONSIBLE, AND TRUSTWORTHY SYSTEMS; AND

(VI) BE AVAILABLE TO PROVIDE GUIDANCE AT THE REQUEST OF
ANY UNIT OF STATE GOVERNMENT, COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION, THE MARYLAND
JUDICIARY, OR THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY REGARDING ISSUES WITHIN THE
COMMISSION’S EXPERTISE.

(2) NOTHING IN THIS SUBSECTION SHALL BE CONSTRUED TO
REQUIRE A VENDOR TO:

(1) DISCLOSE PROPRIETARY INFORMATION TO THE PUBLIC; OR

(I) COMPROMISE THE PROTECTION OF THE VENDOR’S
INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS.

@ (G) ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 31 EACH YEAR, THE COMMISSION
SHALL SUBMIT A REPORT ON ITS ACTIVITIES AND RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE
GOVERNOR AND, IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 2-1257 OF THIS ARTICLE, THE GENERAL
ASSEMBLY.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July
1, 2024.
