10. Description and Pur pose of Organization (Limit length to visible area)

Mission: To enable all young people, especially those who need us most, to reach their full
potential as productive, caring, responsible citizens. History: In 2007, the Boys & Girls Clubs
of Metropolitan Baltimore (BGCMB) was chartered with the support of the Boys & Girls
Clubs of Harford County. In April 2009, BGCMB became a separate and independent 501c3
organization. Since 2007, we have been a major stakeholder and primary resource provider to
five communities in Baltimore City: Westport, O'Donnell Heights, Brooklyn, Middle East,
and Park Heights. Since 2020, we have expanded to four additional communities for atotal of
nine locations in Baltimore City, Howard County, and the lower Eastern Shore of Maryland.
Across those communities, we serve 1,000 youth annually through evidence-informed after-

school and summer programming.

The Baltimore Ravens and Boys & Girls Clubs of Metropolitan Baltimore (BGCMB) will
transform the facility to be the Baltimore Ravens Boys & Girls Club at Hilton Recreation
Center. Other project partners include Baltimore City Recreation & Parks, Green Street
Academy, LEVEL 82, and the community. Once the renovation is compl ete, the once 5,000-
square-foot building will become a 30,000-square-foot Club and be a hub for youth ages 6-18
and the community to engage in numerous enrichment activities. The site/facility will include
amultisport turf field, agym, an art room, a technology room, classrooms, a kitchen, cafe
areas, a health and wellness area, ateen lounge, and so much more. BGCMB's purpose of this
project isto provide every young person access to a safe and inspiring place to grow into the
best version of themselves.
