Founded in 1854, the JCC of Greater Baltimore is the oldest JCC in the country and is a   
genuinely diverse institution that serves people of all ages, faiths, races, and ethnicities. The   
JCC operates two full-service facilities in the Baltimore metropolitan area which both   
provide fitness, wellness, aquatics, day camp, arts & culture, education, and inclusion   
programming. In addition, the JCC operates the Gordon Center for Performing Arts,   
Baltimore Countys premier performing arts center which serves some 37,000 patrons   
annually and draws audiences from Baltimore County, Baltimore City, Carroll County, and   
Howard County. Accessibility to the arts is a core value of the JCC, so the Gordon Center   
tickets are priced to maximize sustainability and access.

  As a busy theater that is used more than 225 days a year, the 29-year old Gordon Center   
requires consistent maintenance and upgrades to keep it safe, relevant and efficient.   While 
phase I of converting to LED lighting was in 2016, the final phase of switching to   LED will 
maximize economic and environmental efficiencies by reducing overall power   consumption 
and providing a significant return on investment in a reasonable period.
