Specifically, our focus is to partner with 
County School board and build a Fieldhouse at the Stadium to allow students to get out of bad 
weather during games/practices, add much need bathrooms for students & spectators, house a 
Training room so students can be helped when injured, ticket office and temperature-
controlled storage for expensive Athletic equipment.  This Fieldhouse will be used by all 
outdoor sports and all youth sports in the community when renting the field.
