Workspaces will be designed with soundproof walls, secure technology 
storage, and built-in furnishings. Project will further build a biology and physics laboratory by 
installing permanent lab tables for use in lab courses, designed to provide a sturdy and safe 
foundation for various scientific experiments and research activities. With a focus on 
optimizing both office and laboratory environments, this project reflects our commitment to 
creating functional, state-of-the-art spaces that foster innovation and productivity, and 
contribute to student success.
