The  
incorporated Town of Upper Marlboro is 0.8 square miles, one mile across and half a mile  
wide. The Town of Upper Marlboro has a downtown area along Main Street, which is home  
to a variety of local business as well as the Prince Georges County Courthouse and the County 
 Administration Building.

The Town of Upper Marlboro seeks funding for the Wilson and School Lane project to 
address pressing infrastructure needs. As a historically rich town, we face significant 
challenges with our essential roadways. Wilson and School Lane, vital arteries for town 
connectivity, have suffered extensive wear and tear due to increased traffic flow, primarily 
toward County buildings. Urgent restoration and enhancement efforts are needed to address 
flooding from large rain events and drainage issues. The aged road and stormwater 
infrastructure, dating back 40 years, requires immediate attention. Additionally, the project 
will include sidewalks to address conflicts between pedestrians and vehicles, especially during 
sporting events.
