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The Health Resources and Services
Administration’s (HRSA) Ryan White HIV/AIDS
Program (RWHAP) provides a comprehensive
system of HIV primary medical care,
medications, and essential support services
for low-income people with HIV. Over half

the people with diagnosed HIV in the United
States—more than 576,000 people in 2021—
receive services through RWHAP each year.
First authorized in 1990, RWHAP funds

grants to states, cities, counties, and local
community-based organizations to provide
care and treatment services to people with
HIV to improve health outcomes and reduce
HIV transmission. In 2021, 89.7 percent of
RWHAP clients receiving HIV medical care were
virally suppressed, which means they cannot
sexually transmit HIV to their partners and can
live longer and healthier lives. For more than
three decades, RWHAP has worked to stop HIV
stigma and reduce health disparities by caring
for the whole person and addressing their
social determinants of health.

Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program

The Health Resources and Services Administration’s (HRSA)
Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program (RWHAP) Part A funds grants
to Eligible Metropolitan Areas (EMAs) and Transitional Grant
Areas (TGAs) that are most affected by the HIV epidemic.
Approximately 72 percent of all people with diagnosed HIV
in the United States are living in EMAs and TGAs.

Recipients and Eligibility

HRSA awards RWHAP Part A grants to the city or county chief
elected official (CEQ). The CEO designates a lead agency to
administer the funds. The boundaries of EMAs and TGASs are based
on the Office of Management and Budget Metropolitan Statistical
Area geographical boundaries in effect when a jurisdiction first
received RWHAP Part A funding.

EMA Status: An area must have reported at least 2,000 AIDS
cases in the most recent five years and have a population of at
least 50,000.

TGA Status: An area must have reported 1,000 to 1,999 AIDS
cases in the most recent five years and have a population of at
least 50,000.

Services

RWHAP Part A recipients must use at least 75 percent of their
funding on core medical services and no more than 25 percent
on support services, unless the recipient receives an approval to
waive these requirements. Support services must be linked to
medical outcomes.

HIV Health Services Planning Council
Each Planning Council sets HIV-related service priorities and allocates Part A funds based on the number, demographics, and
needs of people with HIV.

Planning Council membership must reflect the demographics of the local epidemic and include members with specific
expertise in health care planning, housing for the homeless, health care for incarcerated populations, and substance use

and mental health treatment, as well as members who represent other RWHAP Parts and other federal programs. At least

33 percent of members must be unaligned and receive RWHAP services. For additional details on meaningfully involving
clients in the planning process for service delivery in RWHAP Part A jurisdictions, see the RWHAP Part A Guidance for Planning
Councils and Planning Bodies on Supporting People With Lived Experience letter.

TGAs are required to implement a comprehensive community planning and input process. For additional details on
expectations, see the RWHAP Planning Council and Planning Body Requirements and Expectations letter.

Funding Considerations

RWHAP Part A grants to EMAs and TGAs include formula and supplemental components and Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI)
funds. MAI funds support services for racial and ethnic minorities disproportionately affected by HIV. Congress appropriated
approximately $680.8 million for RWHAP Part A in fiscal year 2023.
