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  23 States undertook 28 treaty actions today. Of that number, 3 States participated at 
the level of Minister for Foreign Affairs and 7 participated at the level of Ambassador.  
 

There were a total of 19 signatures, 4 ratifications, 2 acceptances, one declaration and 
two objections.  A breakdown of the actions by treaty appears below.
