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Treaty Event 2011: Towards Universal Participation an
Implementation

Final Report

20th-22nd and 26th-27th September 2011

57 States undertook 88 treaty actions during the Treaty Event. Of that number, four

(4) States participated at the level of Head of State, two (2) participated at the level of Head
of Government, thirty-nine (39) participated at the ministerial level, and ten (10) at the level
of Permanent Representative to the United Nations.

There were a total of fifty-five (55) signatures, nineteen (19) ratifications, twelve (12)
accessions, one (1) acceptance, and one (1) consent to be bound. A breakdown of the actions
by treaty appears below.
