Conditional uses are: boat
houses, roads, bridges, trails, bike paths, bank stabilization and utilities. There shall be no minimum lot area except as may
be required by the State of Alaska Department of Environmental ConseNation in areas where community sewer and water
are unavailable. Setback from ordinary high water mark (except for permitted structures) shall not be less than 25 feet.
