This is a proposed
extension of an information collection that was previously approved.
CBP is proposing that this information collection be extended with no
change to the burden hours. This document is published to obtain
comments from the public and affected agencies. This proposed in-
formation collection was previously published in the Federal Reg-
ister (76 FR 19119) on April 6, 2011, allowing for a 60-day comment
period. This notice allows for an additional 30 days for public com-
ments. This process is conducted in accordance with 5 CFR 1320.10.

Abstract: CBP Form 26, Report of Diversion, is used to track
vessels traveling coastwise from U.S. ports to other U.S. ports
when a change occurs in scheduled itineraries. This form is
initiated by the vessel owner or agent to notify and request
approval by CBP for a vessel to divert while traveling coastwise
from one U.S. port to another U.S. port, or a vessel cleared to a
foreign port or place having to divert to another U.S. port when a
change occurs in the vessel itinerary. CBP Form 26 collects
information such as the name and nationality of the vessel, the
expected port and date of arrival, and information about any
related penalty cases, if applicable. This information collection is
authorized by the Jones Act (46 U.S.C. App. 883) and is provided
for 19 CFR 491. CBP Form 26 is accessible at
http:/ | forms.cbp.gov / pdf/ CBP_Form_26.pdyf.
