
The ACE Secure Data Portal (ACE Portal) is a free,  
web-based access point designed to connect CBP, trade partners, 

and Partner Government Agencies.  The ACE Portal gives companies the ability to file Importer  
Security Filings, import truck manifests, protests, and electronic export information.  In 
addition users can run reports, respond to CBP forms, create declarations, and 
manage ACE accounts.  To access the ACE Portal, a company must first  
establish an account and then grant access to users within their company.
