Documents Required Aboard Private Aircraft

AGENCY: U.S. Customs and Border Protection, Department of
Homeland Security.

ACTION: 30-Day notice and request for comments; extension of an
existing collection of information.

SUMMARY: U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) of the De-
partment of Homeland Security will be submitting the following
information collection request to the Office of Management and Bud-
get (OMB) for review and approval in accordance with the Paperwork
Reduction Act: Documents Required Aboard Private Aircraft. This is
a proposed extension of an information collection that was previously
approved. CBP is proposing that this information collection be ex-
tended with no change to the burden hours. This document is pub-
lished to obtain comments from the public and affected agencies.

DATES: Written comments should be received on or before April
17, 2014 to be assured of consideration.

Abstract: In accordance with 19 CFR 122.27, a commander of a
private aircraft arriving in the U.S. must present several
documents to CBP officers for inspection. These documents
include: (1) A pilot certificate/license; (2) a medical certificate;
and (3) a certificate of registration, which is also called a “pink
slip” and is a duplicate copy of the Aircraft Registration
Application (FAA Form AC 8050-1). The information on these
documents is used by CBP officers as an essential part of the
inspection process for private aircraft arriving from a foreign
country. These requirements are authorized by 19 U.S.C. 1433, as
amended by Public Law 99-570.

Current Actions: CBP proposes to extend the expiration date of
this information collection with no change to the burden hours.
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Type of Review: Extension (with change).

Affected Public: Individuals.

Estimated Number of Respondents: 120,000.

Estimated Number of Annual Responses: 120,000.
