LAND

Retain existing farmland while

EQUIPMENT

Increase equipment access for small
holder farmers via sponsored
Share/Lease/Purchase programs

MARKETS

Encourage the reconnection of local rural
and urban food producers, distributors,

LENDING

Provide greater access to capital
providers that offer appropriate and
