l. Property to Be Sold. The properry to be sold is described as follows:

4. Terms of Sale. The sale will be conducted as a public auction to the highest bidder for cash,

subject to the provisions ofthe deed oftrust permitting the beneficiary thereunder to have the bid credited

to the note up to the amount ofthe unpaid debt secured by the deed of trust at the time ofsale.

Those desiring to purchase the property will need to demonstrate their ability to pay cash on the

day the property is sold.

The sale will be made expressly subject to any title matters set forth in the deed of trust, but
prospective bidders are reminded that by law the sale will necessarily be made subject to all prior matters

ofrecord affecting the property, ifany, to the extent that they remain in force and elfect and have not been

subordinated to the deed of trust. The sale shall not cover any part of the property that has been released

ofpublic record from the lien ofthe deed of trust. Prospective bidders are strongly urged to examine the
applicable property records to determine the nature and extent ofsuch matters, if any.

The sale is a non-judicial deed oftrust lien foreclosure sale being conducted
purswmt to the power of sale granted by the deed of trust executed by Brandon Kieson and wife, Amanda
Kieson.

6. Obligations Secured. The deed of trust provides that it secures the payment ofthe indebtedness
and obligations therein described (collectively, the "Obligations") including but not limited to (a) the
promissory note in the original principal amount of$65,550.00, executed by Brandon Kieson and
Amanda Kieson, and payable to the order of Secure Covenant Interests, Ltd; and (b) all renewals and
extensions ofthe note. Secure Covenant Interests, Ltd is the cunent owner and holder ofthe Obligations
and is the beneficiary under the deed of trust.
