priorities:

Efficient mobilisation, consultation and dialogue of
European regions and cities on issues related to research
and innovation

Effective knowledge sharing between the European
Commission services to the European Committee of the
Regions and its members.

- Collaboration with Science meets Regions aiming at stimulating policy
makers to make use of best available policy, to foster dialogue, to discuss
local and regional policy issues and involve citizens. Regions can apply
to host an Innovation Camp giving citizens the opportunity to make their
voices heard on Research and Innovation issues, which affect them in their
everyday lives.

Showcasing events - Showcasing of on-going EU-funded research and innovation projects related
to the topic of the strategic seminars

- Organised by KEP partners in Brussels or at local level

At least once a year, a political dialogue takes place to take stock of the strategic cooperation between the
Committee of the Regions and the European Commission Directorate-General for Research and Innovation.
