Campus Safety Tips

•	 When working late or taking a late class, avoid 
using stairs in remote areas of the building.

•	 Do not be distracted when walking. Be aware 
of your surroundings. Travel in groups when 
possible and in well lighted areas.

•	 Call for police escort to your vehicle if you feel 
uncomfortable alone.

•	 Report suspicious persons or circumstances to 
police immediately.

•	 Check back seats/floor before entering your 
vehicle. Lock doors immediately. 
 

•	 NEVER resist an armed robber. Make mental 
note of suspect and circumstances and 
immediately report the crime to Delgado 
Campus Police office or dial 911.

•	 If you are being victimized by a person 
attempting sexual assault, stall for time to figure 
out your options. Each situation is different. If 
you decide to fight, hit hard and fast, targeting 
the eyes and groin. Attempt to dissuade attack 
by vomiting, urinating, or feigning illness.
