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The United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) Information for Planning and Consultation (IPaC)
database lists the following threatened or endangered species as potentially occurring in the project area:
marbled murrelet (Brachyramphus marmoratus), Streaked Horned Lark (Eremophila alpestris strigata), Yellow-
billed Cuckoo (Coccyzus americanus), and bull trout (Salvelinus confluentus). However, they are highly
unlikely to occur in the project area because of the high levels of human activity and disturbance of suitable
habitat at the site. Per the USFWS IPaC database, no designated critical habitat for USFWS species occurs in
the project area. In addition, the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife’s (WDFW) SalmonScape, and
Priority Habitat and Species (PHS) mapping indicate no bull trout presence in the Hoquiam River.

Per the National Atmospheric and Oceanic Administration’s (NOAA) National Marine Fisheries Service
(NMFS) critical habitat data sets the Hoquiam River adjacent to the project area has a documented presence
and designated critical habitat for the Southern Distinct Population Segment (DPS) of green sturgeon
(Acipenser medirostris).
