Staff Updates

e Lori provided a CMER Outside Science Dispute update. There were 6 position papers received
by the April 11th deadline. The AMPA memo that satisfies the AMPA’s requirement to notify



CMER in writing was delivered on April 24" characterizing the dispute as a process issue and
resolving the dispute. CMER will halt efforts to work on the outside science guidance document
until TFW Policy completes its guidance on outside science. Once this clarity is achieved, CMER
will reconvene to establish a workgroup aimed at further refining the guidelines delineated in the
PSM specific to Policy’s guidance utilizing the 2024 memo.

Aimee Mclntyre, CMER co-chair, reviewed the CMER SAG Updates document and what was discussed
at last month’s CMER meeting.

Eastside Type N Riparian Effectiveness Project (ENREP) Extended Monitoring

An ENREP extended monitoring request to extend monitoring for a total of 7 years at the ENREP sites
with a reduced suite of variables to monitor the persistence of the observed changes and the recovery
dynamics was approved by SAGE and shared with CMER for consideration at their March meeting.
There was no consensus for a recommendation to Policy to continue this monitoring effort at that time.
At the April Policy meeting, Darin reminded us that there was a CMER/Policy workgroup to develop an
extended monitoring request process that was approved by TFW Policy. Lori found that there was also a
request for the workgroup to develop a guidance document which was not completed. This process was
not in the CMER PSM. Lori shared the extended monitoring request process information with Anna,
ENREP Project Manager, to support providing CMER with the information at the April CMER meeting.
The ENREP Principal Investigator attended the April CMER meeting to provide these additional details
to inform the discussion for CMER to consider a recommendation to TFW Policy, however there was no
consensus for CMER support without completed the updated Prospective 6 Questions document. The
project team, SAGE, and CMER will follow the Extended Monitoring process directed by the FP Board
in 2019. SAGE will strive to have document finished in time for CMER’s May 2024 meeting, if possible.
And we will bring this back to Policy in June for consideration.
