VVSG 2.0 Timeline-Lifecycle Policy
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• Follows update of NVLAP for VVSG 2.0

• Will be an interim accreditation

• EAC will help ensure readiness of labs

VSTL Accreditation
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• The EAC will create a program manual

• Requirements will be developed and published

• Testing and reporting

• Conducted by EAC accredited VSTLs

• Test documentation will be published on the EAC website

• The program will be voluntary

• Needs to be agile, accommodating frequent standard 
updates

increased by $1.8 million. 
Specifically, S&E operating 
funds increased by $4.2 
million. 

• EAC relocation expenses 
expires September 30, 2021. 
Currently 90% obligated.

• As of December 31, 2020, states have 
expended 82% of the roughly $400 million 
provided by Congress.
– About 36% of states expended all their CARES 

funding, including federal interest earned and 
20% state match.

– $67,059,544 or 17% of CARES funds are 
expected to be returned to the EAC.

– As of June 2021, $25,842,842 of CARES federal 
funds and interest have been returned.
