The completion of the prerequisites for the program. Preference is given to students who earn a baccalaureate
degree.

An overall minimum GPA (this includes all coursework that has been attempted except for health, PE,
orientation and learning support courses)

A science GPA (this includes all science courses such as chemistry, physics and biology)

Quality of the admissions essay AND onsite interview

MCAT scores (some school will only look at the first two attempts)

Letters of recommendation

Community service, work experience, and examples of leadership. Students should consider volunteering at a
local hospital or clinic to gain practical experience in the health professions. Shadowing a physician is also
strongly recommended.
