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  ICC Agrees to Rehear Deployment Schedule Issue in

ComEd Advanced Metering Infrastructure Case 
The Illinois Commerce Commission approved a petition for rehearing on ComEd’s Smart Grid Advanced Metering Infrastructure Plan (Docket 12-0298) July 11. ComEd sought rehearing on three aspects of the recent AMI Order. 

The Commission agreed to rehearing on the issue of ComEd’s schedule for deployment of the AMI plan but denied rehearing on two other issues, whether an onsite contact with a customer, or “door knock”, should be required prior to disconnection for nonpayment and on Commission language in the order requiring ComEd to include proposals in its AMI plan addressing “at risk” and “vulnerable” populations, as well as development of  metrics to track the effect of the AMI implementation on those customers.
The Commission approved ComEd’s Smart Grid Advanced Metering Infrastructure Deployment Plan, a multi-billion dollar effort to upgrade and modernize its electric delivery system over the next 10 years, on June 22.  ComEd filed for its petition for rehearing on July 6.

 A schedule for rehearing will be set by the administrative law judge after discussions with the parties in the case.
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
