Since the | ast date that we had on
this matter, Staff has corresponded with counsel for
Rendered concerni ng di scovery responses from both
parties. Wth respect to Rendered's response to
Staff, they did follow up with informati on today
after our | ast phone conversation about a type of
docunent that they have that records certain tows
that | was waiting to hear about. So Staff
anticipates that it will shortly be modifying some of

t he | anguage in discovery requests to Rendered.
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Wth respect to Staff's response to
Rendered, we had provided that, | think on the date
of the last hearing or shortly there before and they
did not have sufficient time to review it --
everyt hing, but we have tal ked about it on the phone
since then. They have provided certain witten
feedback to Staff concerning additional information
that they are |l ooking for, and at this point Staff is
still working to determ ne what additional
information we may provide to themand try to further
communi cate in that regard.

JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: M. Rothchil d?
MR. ROTHCHI LD: Yeah

We had a pretty |l engthy conference,
the attorneys for each side, and had some lively
di scussi ons about things |ike attorney/client
privilege and work product, and we are awaiting a
response.

|'"ve menorialized that in a letter to
Ms. Anderson dated Septenber 20th. | haven't heard
anything further with regard to the information that

we're still expecting to enbellish the responses
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where there were objections made on the basis of
attorney/client privilege and burdensomeness and sonme
ot her | egal objections which were interposed that we
di sagree about and, as you know, the rules

contenpl ate that the parties get together and try to

resolve their differences, and | think we're still in
t he process of doing that, but | haven't really heard
much further. It's only been a coupl e weeks.

JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: So at this point do
you have any idea on how many issues we m ght
di sagree upon or are you just not close -- not close
enough?

MR. ROTHCHI LD: One, two, three, four, five,
probably half a dozen. And then -- but that's, you
know, assum ng that each one of those gets resol ved
wi t hout, you know, requiring your intervention.

But then, as | explained to
Ms. Anderson, when | |earned the identity of the
peopl e that have know edge of the facts enbodied in
t he document that was issued in a press release in
March, stating that, you know, our fitness is

possi bly called into question, | will be asking
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probably for the depositions of a few those people.

| don't know that there are all that many. At | east
the implication was that they're probably staff
menbers that are currently enployed, either with the
agency or the police department of the agency.

There may be -- | know Police Chief
Harti gan passed away, and he was somebody that |
beli eve has know edge of some of our defenses and
some of the issues in the case. So obviously he's
not going to give a deposition. So there may be one
or two nore.

And | provided a list of all the
potential witnesses that we have in our response, but
Ms. Anderson has yet to do that. But | believe we've
reached some kind of an understanding that ['ll be
getting those at some point in this process is what
she told nme.

JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: What 1'd like to try
to get is an idea of how long it m ght take you to
get to the point where your -- where you know what
i ssues you di sagree with.

Can we kind of set that as a target?
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MR. ROTHCHI LD: Yeah. Well, | know which ones
we di sagree on now, but we're trying to work them
out . If we can't work them out by the next time then

they're going to be matters for your attention.

MR. ROTHCHI LD: -- |et us know when.
JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: -- saying the sane
t hi ng.

MR. ROTHCHI LD: Yeah

issues with the hopes that, you know, whatever isn't
resol ved we would be able to then nove forward in
terms of maybe a nmotion to conmpel or something of
t hat nature.

ROTHCHI LD: Yeah, that would be fine from
our perspective.
