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Mark Haddock appea s from the 24-month sentence impaosed following his
guilty-plea conviction for deprivation of rights under color of law, in violation of

18 U.S.C. § 242.

We dismissin light of the valid appea waiver. See United States v.

2005) (stating that an appeal waiver
isvalid when it is entered into knowingly and voluntarily).
