Oliva (CHP). Lt. Wick then informed the committee he will be retiring this month; the new

Commander Rudy Yamanoha was introduced.

Lt. Yamanoha spoke a little about his professional background and expressed that he looks
forward to getting started.

Lt. Wick informed the committee that with the command change there will be a complete property
audit taking place. Since, per policy, we are due to have an external audit we will be doing so in
the near future.

Comments from the public were open.

Civilian Mark Dale spoke about the proposed marijuana law changes and his concern.
Undersheriff Ridgway referred to statistical information out of Colorado that counter the argument
in favor of the change. Lt. Wick states that even with law change the black market in Colorado is
still thriving and he expects the same will be true here.
