
AS A MINER, YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO: 
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Be given effective health and safety training. 

Be protected from discrimination for exercising your 

rights. 

File or make a complaint of danger, or safety or health 
violation to a federal or state agency, a mine operator, 
an operator's agent or a miners' representative. 

Refuse to work in conditions you believe are unsafe, 
unhealthy, or illegal (after notifying the operator of the 
condition and giving them an opportunity to address 
the situation). 

A medical evaluation or to be considered for transfer 
to another job location because of harmful physical 
agents and toxic substances. 

Exercise any rights afforded by the Mine Act. 

Select a representative for safety and health purposes.
