The Court has received returned mail for Daniel W. and Rebecca Aiba with no 
forwarding address, therefore, 

IT IS ORDERED removing Daniel W. and Rebecca Aiba from the Court-
approved mailing list.  

Discussion is held regarding the status of the claim. ADWR did not find any water 
uses on the property for the Aibas.  

 
Mr. Williams informs the Court that he and Ms. LaFarga share a common well on 

the property. The well is registered under Jack and Nina L. Williams, registration no. #55-
809290. Both Mr. Williams and Ms. LaFarga intend to pursue a water right and file 
statements of claimant.   

 
Based on the forgoing,  
 
IT IS ORDERED that ADWR shall file a map defining the relationship of the well 

and the subflow zone by November 8, 2021. If the well is outside the boundaries of the 
subflow zone and Mr. Williams has filed a Statement of Claimant, the Court will stay this 
case until ADWR completes the tests necessary to adjudicate the claims for a water right.
