On May 30, 2023, Doug Newborn, counsel for Shelly Scriven, submitted a status
report as required by a March 13, 2023 order from this Court. In addition to an update on

the probate proceedings for the estate of Keith Dinwiddie, Mr. Newborn requested to
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continue this case for another six (6) months. This Court understands there are probate
issues in play: however, all parties should be reminded that this case was dismissed in
October 2022, but subsequently reinstated in May 2022 with understanding that the water
rights are important and intend to be pursued. Ongoing continuations of these proceeding
do not support that understanding.

IT IS ORDERED scheduling a status conference for Friday, December 1, 2023,
at 10:00 am. At the status conference the parties shall be prepared to discuss the
following:

1) Time frame for resolving the land ownership issues and how the parties are
attempting to resolve the probate issues in as timely a manner as possible.

2) Whether the future landowners intend to pursue claims for rights to water
for use on the land included with the boundaries of the WFR as described in the May 11,
2021, Initiating Order.

3) If water rights will be pursued, whether the Statement of Claimants
(“SOCs™) from the previous landowner/claimants have been assigned, and if not, what is
the timeframe to resolve assignment.

4) If water rights will be pursued, whether the objections to the potential water
rights can be settled and a reasonable timeframe to complete such negotiations. If the
objections cannot be settled within a reasonable time, then a subsequent date will be set
for a scheduling conference to identify issues, file disclosure statements, conduct

discovery, submit prehearing motions, and hold a trial.
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The status conference will be held using the Court Connect program. Instructions
for Court Connect are attached as Attachment A. If you receive this Order by email,
