due to the digital format of the documents and moved the Court to request Arizona 

Department of Water Resources (“ADWR”) to update the proposed abstracts.  Those 

updates were filed with the Court on May 7, 2024.

4 Proposed Water Rights created pursuant to § 15 of the Rules for Proceedings 

5 before the Special Master. 

6 a. PWR#l 14-03-005-SPOOl (Antelope Tank) 

7 b. PWR#l 14-03-005-SWOOl (West Antelope Wash) 

8 c. PWR#l 14-03-005-SW002 (Cowhead Wash) 

9 2. The objections to Watershed File Report No. 114-03-005 related to PWR 

10 SPOOl, SWOOI, and SW002 are dismissed without any precedent in any other 

11 contested cases in the adjudication proceedings. 

12 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, noting that many parties have created standardized 

13 templates for abstracts, that for all future proposed abstracts, parties are permitted to leave 

14 inapplicable fields in the abstract document so long as "N/ A" or some other appropriate 

15 language is included to indicate that the specific field does not apply to the abstracted PWR.
