On September 11, 2023, this Court filed a minute entry ordering the Arizona

Department of Water Resources (“ADWR?”) to draft proposed abstracts for the following

potential water rights (“PWR”):

e PWR#114-03-005-SP001 (Antelope Tank)
o PWR#114-03-005-SWO001 (West Antelope Wash)
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e PWR#114-03-005-SP002 (Cowhead Tank; aka 4 Corners Tank)
o PWR#114-03-005-SW002 (Cowhead Wash)

On November 3, 2023, ADWR filed abstracts for PWR#114-03-005-SP002 and
PWR#114-03-005-SW002. However, ADWR did not provide abstracts for PWR#114-03-
005-SP001 and PWR#114-03-005-SWO001. In both cases, ADWR stated there was
“insufficient information” to provide a [draft] abstract and therefore did not prepare a map
or summary abstract sheet for either PWR.

Pursuant to Arizona Revised Statutes 45-256, ADWR provides technical assistance
to the General Stream Adjudication Court. The Court requests ADWR to prepare draft
abstracts under the presumption that ADWR has advanced aerial imagery and mapping
capabilities surrounding Arizona water courses. ADWR regularly makes recommendations
for the Court to consider, which are greatly appreciated by the Court. However, it is the
Court’s responsibility to determine if information is sufficient or appropriate. There are no
court orders or statutes that imbue ADWR with any authority to decline to prepare a draft

abstract when ordered by the Court. Therefore,

IT IS ORDERED that ADWR will prepare a draft abstract for PWR#114-03-005-
SP001 and PWR#114-03-005-SWO001 by January 12, 2024.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that a status conference is scheduled for January 26,
2024, at 11:00 a.m. Any party who wishes their comments to be considered must provide
them in writing to ASLD before the status conference or be prepared to discuss them during

the conference.
