*CDC develops state-specific baselines by calculating the mean percentage of patient visits for ILI during non-influenza weeks for the most recent two seasons and
adding two standard deviations (2021-2022 and 2022-2023). A non-influenza time period (e.g., a “non-influenza week”) is defined as two or more consecutive weeks in
which each week accounted for less than 2% of the season’s total number of specimens that tested positive for influenza in public health laboratories.
