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Aligning trade and tariff policies

with sustainable development

The Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs) are at the core of the 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Development,
adopted by UN member states in
2015 to serve as a common blueprint
for economic prosperity, social
inclusiveness and environmental
sustainability. International trade
allows countries to access the goods
and services that can help them turn
the 17 SDGs and their 169 targets
into reality, often as part of broader
strategies to strengthen economic
prosperity, social inclusiveness and
environmental sustainability. This is
partly why the 2030 Agenda identifies
trade as a “means of implementation”
for the SDGs, and why trade is
widely recognized as a powerful tool
to accelerate the dissemination of
sustainable development solutions

to where they are needed.

As well as providing access to

goods and services that support the
transition to sustainable development,
international trade helps drive down
costs of production, making those
same goods and services more
affordable for companies, governments
and consumers around the world.

This chapter presents data that can help
national and global efforts to align trade
policies with sustainable development.
It provides statistics on tariffs and
imports of technological goods which
may assist countries in fulfilling a set of
“targets” under SDG 3 (Ensure healthy
lives and promote well-being for all at
all ages) and SDG 7 (Ensure access

to affordable, reliable, sustainable and
modern energy for all — see Box 1).

The chapter focuses on a selection
of SDG targets in an effort to keep
the exercise manageable, given that
the number of goods associated
with each SDG target is potentially
very large. At the same time, the
technological goods included in the
analysis are for purely illustrative
purposes. No attempt is made to cover
the entire universe of goods needed
to achieve specific SDG targets.

Moreover, given that technological
solutions are specific to the local

context, some of the covered goods
may be relevant for certain WTO
members only. Future efforts to improve
and extend this exercise would benefit
from more research to define with
greater precision the solutions available
to fulfill the SDGs, along with the
corresponding goods and services
required to deliver those solutions
considering local circumstances.

Such research efforts could yield
valuable insights into the design of
coordinated approaches for promoting
innovation, not least by encouraging
communities and individuals

to adapt existing technological
solutions to local circumstances.

Technological solutions

The SDGs recognize that ending
poverty must go hand-in-hand

with actions to improve health and
education, reduce inequality and spur
economic growth — all while working to
preserve the world's biodiversity and
tackling climate change. To fulfill this
agenda, companies, governments and
consumers worldwide require better
access to technological solutions.

Many technological solutions to achieve
the SDGs are available in the form of
goods and services traded globally.

Studies have confirmed the positive
contribution of international trade to
the dissemination and adoption of
sustainable development solutions.
Focusing on technologies that reduce
air pollution, one study found that
countries with access to “off-the-
shelf” technologies via international
trade can regulate and therefore

tackle air pollution much earlier in their
development process compared with
countries at the technology frontier
(Lovely and Popp 2011). The reason

is that these countries do not have the
luxury of choosing from a range of air
pollution technologies readily available
in the world market. They must put time
and money into developing the relevant
technologies from scratch instead.

Another study concluded that the
top 18 developing countries ranked
by greenhouse gas emissions would

be able to import 63 per cent more
energy-efficient lighting, 23 per cent
more wind power equipment and 14
per cent more solar power equipment
if they abolished the tariffs and other
barriers affecting imports of these
goods (World Bank 2007). These and
other results highlight the importance
of developing a better understanding
of the tariffs and other barriers which
affect trade in goods and services that
can assist in attaining the SDGs.

Technological goods relevant to
specific SDG 3 and SDG 7 targets

Most of the goods which may assist
countries in attaining the SDGs are
highly specialized and sometimes
relatively new in the market. This means
that the classification and identification
of these goods are difficult to achieve
uniformly across governments. In

fact, even the Harmonized System
(HS) does not have the detailed
breakdown of these products at the
most detailed six-digit subheading
level. As a result, internationally
comparable estimates of indicators

for these goods must rely on product
categories that are much broader

than the goods under consideration.

Indicative lists (Lists 1 and 2) of
goods relevant to SDG 3.9 (“By
2030, substantially reduce the
number of deaths and illnesses from
hazardous chemicals and air, water
and soil pollution and contamination”)
and SDG 7.2 (“By 2030, increase
substantially the share of renewable
energy in the global energy mix”)

are presented below enumerating
examples of the HS subheadings for
each of the SDGs using HS version
2012. An analysis of the tariff and
import profiles for SDG goods shown
in Table 1 should be undertaken with
caution since these were calculated
based on all the tariff lines under the
HS subheadings identified in the

list for each SDG product category.
Hence, the estimates of actual tariffs
and imports on a particular SDG-
relevant good may be higher or lower
than the values indicated in the table.
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Box 1. Scope of the analysis

The summary information in this section comprises tariffs and import values for a selection of goods
which can assist countries in attaining the following set of SDG targets:

SDG 3: Ensure healthy lives and promote well-being for all at all ages

= Target 3.9: By 2030, substantially reduce the number of deaths and illnesses from hazardous
chemicals and air, water and soil pollution and contamination
