
Proposed Regulatory Text for Issue Papers #4 and 5: Public Service Loan Forgiveness 

§685.219 Public Service Loan Forgiveness Program. 

(b) Definitions 

Full-time - (1) means working in qualifying employment in one or more jobs for the greater of—  

(i) (A) At least 30 hours per week, or  

(B) At least 30 hours per week throughout a contractual or employment period of at least eight 
months in a 12-month period, such as elementary and secondary school teachers, in which case 
the borrower is deemed to have worked full time; or  

(C) The equivalent of 30 hours per week as determined by multiplying each credit hour taught 
per week by 2.5 hours worked each week, in non-tenure track employment.

Would like for the Department to consider in the calculation contact hour in place of credit hour.  For adjunct teaching technical programs, or those that teach science labs, in many cases the credit hour for a course does not reflect the amount of hours spend in lab/class.  For instance, an adjunct teaching a Chemistry lab for one credit hour may spend up to 4 hours of lab instruction time (contact hours) which does not include the prep/break down time of the lab itself. 																												If we used contact hour in the text provided, we would be able to award 4(contact hours)*2.5= 10 in place of what is currently proposed 1 (credit hour)*2.5=2.5																																																We may also want to extend the discussion of why  2.5 and consider other proposed suggestions for modification of the calculation.
