8. D.l.P. does not apply to out-of-state licensed drivers receiving a Missouri ticket or

Missouri licensed drivers receiving a ticket in another state.
9. This program WILL NOT remove the ticket from the drivers record, only the points

from the license.
If you are charged with a moving violation you must appear in court and request the courts .

The court has the MO Form 4444
authority to allow you to attend DIP to avoid point assessment. However, this decision is made by to D.O.R. for
the court on a case by case basis and there is no guarantee that the court will allow you to attend Point Removal
DIP to avoid points on your driver’s license.
