RECIPIENT’S RIGHTS

You have been served with an investigative subpoena in an administrative investigation,
issued by the Attorney General of the State of Hawaii, in accordance with section 28-2.5,
Hawaii Revised Statutes, to produce certain records and information, and to appear at
the time and place specified to give sworn testimony. Please reach out to the “Contact
Person” listed above if the box is checked that you are not required to appear in
person for testimony.
