STEP-BY-STEP HELP: Ask these questions—in order. Stop when you answer yes.
Keep going if you answer no.

UC-eLinks icon?

Good! Click on it, and then go to #3.

(If it automatically
opens the article for you,
then stop here.
Now you can read it, or email it.)

1. Is there a full-text link YES: NO:
or PDF icon? Fantastic! Click on it. Then read it, print it, Go to #2.
0 or email it. Stop here.
2.Do you see a gold YES: NO:

Open a new tab or window and go to cruzcat.ucsc.edu OR
library.ucsc.edu and click on “Books & More.”

Do a title search for the name (or source) of the journal (NOT
the article!). Click on the journal title: is the date you need
there or covered by the “Library Has” line? If so, write down
the location and call #, and then find the volume on the shelf
and read it, scan it, or copy it. Stop here.

If we don’t have it at all, and you have 2+ working days
lead time, then go to guides.library.ucsc.edu/ill
and click on Articles (at the bottom) to order a scanned copy
from another library.

Click on “Check the UCSC
Catalog: CRUZCAT” link
under “Find a Copy.”

Nice! Click on the journal title and see if the
volume and date you need are listed or
would be covered by the “Library Has” line.
If so, write down the location and call #, and
then find the volume on the shelf and read it
or copy it. Stop here.

links) under “Get It Excellent! Click on the link, find the article, Go to #4.
Online From”? and read it, print it, or email it. Stop here.

If it says “Your entry ... would be here” then
we do not subscribe to that journal.
To be absolutely sure,
also try a title search in Cruzcat for the name of the journal.
Then check for the volume and date that is in the article
citation. Still no? Go to #5.
