Morris and Essex Lines

Morristown Line
Trains travel between Newark Broad Street Station, Secaucus Junction and 
Hoboken Terminal.  Trains to Hackettstown usually depart from Tracks 
1 and 3. Trains to New York Penn Station, Secaucus Junction and Hoboken 
Terminal usually depart from Track 2.  

Gladstone Line
Trains travel between Newark Broad Street Station, Secaucus Junction and 
Hoboken Terminal. Trains to Gladstone usually depart from Tracks 1 or 3. 
Trains to New York Penn Station, Secaucus Junction and Hoboken Terminal 
usually depart from Track 2.  

Montclair-Boonton Line
Trains travel between Newark Broad Street Station, Secaucus Junction and 
Hoboken Terminal.  Trains to Dover / Hackettstown usually depart from 
Tracks 1 or 3. Trains to New York Penn Station, Secaucus Junction and 
Hoboken Terminal usually depart from Track 2.  

Newark Light Rail
The Newark Light Rail offers service between Newark Broad Street Station 
and Newark Penn Station with stops in the Newark Downtown Business District. 
The Newark Light Rail also offers service between Newark Penn Station and 
business and university areas of Newark en route to Belleville and Bloomfield. 

A trip to the airport is easy using go28 bus service.  GoBus 28 departs from 
Location B on the map above. It travels to Terminals A, B and C as well as the 
cargo and maintenance facilities in the north area of the airport.  Service 
operates daily approximately every 20-40 minutes and costs $1.50 one way 
or 70 cents for senior citizens, customers with disabilities or children. Exact 
fare is required. There is no additional charge if traveling with a valid rail 
monthly pass. Travel time to the airport is approximately 20-25 minutes.        
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
