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How HSLF calculated scores
Many animal protection issues never receive a 
recorded vote in Congress. Some are enacted 
by voice vote, and some languish. To accurately 
measure legislators’ support, we count not just 
recorded votes but other meaningful ways they 
can help issues advance, such as co-sponsoring 
key bills and co-signing letters seeking increased 
enforcement of animal welfare laws. Dozens of 
animal protection bills are introduced each year; 
to give a balanced snapshot across a broad range 
of concerns, we only count co-sponsorship of 
a few priority bills that have a critical mass of 
support and a reasonable chance of enactment. 
Scores are given as percentages of the number 
of items counted. Prime sponsors of legislation 
and those who led on a letter to an agency also 
receive extra credit equal to one vote or co-
sponsorship and a  in the Leader column. Those 
who led on multiple legislative and/or regulatory 
efforts or led on a top priority issue counted in 
this scorecard receive double extra credit equal 
to two votes or co-sponsorships and a  in the 
Leader column. If a legislator already has a score 
of 100 before counting the extra credit for leader-
ship, that score appears in bold with a plus sign.

HSLF acknowledges the limitations of judging 
legislators based on a few votes, co-sponsorships, 
joint letters and leadership on animal issues. In 
some cases, legislators must miss votes for un-
avoidable reasons, such as a death in the family, 
serious illness, birth of a child or emergency in 
their district. Please also consider such unre-
corded matters as performance on committees, 
positions of House or Senate leadership, constitu-
ent service and co-sponsorship of other animal 
protection bills not included in the scorecard.

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Humane cosmetics 
A  indicates co-sponsorship of the Hu-
mane Cosmetics Act (S. 2886) to phase out 
testing of cosmetics on live animals and 
sale of animal-tested cosmetics in the U.S. 
These tests performed on rabbits, guinea 
pigs, rats and mice are intensely cruel and 
unreliable predictors of effects on humans. 
Cosmetic companies can choose from 
thousands of ingredients already known to 
be safe for people. For new ingredients, ani-
mal tests are unnecessary since many alter-
native methods—faster and less costly to 
perform—are available to ensure products 
are safe for human use. More than 1.8 bil-
lion consumers live in countries that have

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three states (Calif., Ill. and Nev.) now pro-
hibit the sale of animal-tested cosmetics.

Big cats 
A  indicates co-sponsorship of the Big Cat 
Public Safety Act (S. 2561) to reduce the 
number of tigers, lions and other big cats 
living in substandard conditions and protect 
public safety by banning public contact ac-
tivities with these animals and prohibiting 
their possession by individuals and entities 
lacking a U.S. Department of Agriculture 
license. The constant breeding of big cats 
for experiences in which people pay to pet, 
feed and take photographs with the cubs 
has created an ongoing cycle of cruelty, with 
cubs discarded after just a few months and 
funneled into the pet trade or sent to sub-
standard zoos or menageries. More than 
400 incidents involving captive big cats have 
occurred in 46 states and the District of Co-
lumbia since 1990, including five children 
and 19 adults killed and hundreds of others 
who lost limbs or suffered other traumatic 
injuries. This bill would close loopholes in 
the Captive Wildlife Safety Act of 2003 and 
would not impact professionally run zoos 

and sanctuaries or their conservation pro-
grams.

Horse racing 
A  indicates co-sponsorship of the 
Horseracing Integrity Act (S. 1820) to ad-
dress widespread doping—a key contrib-
uting factor to frequent horse fatalities on 
American racetracks—by banning race-day 
medication, increasing out-of-competition 
testing and establishing uniform national 
rules governing use of drugs in racehorses. 
This bill would end the hodgepodge of dif-
ferent rules in 38 U.S. racing jurisdictions 
by granting independent control over rule-
making, testing standards and enforcement 
processes to a new nonprofit headed by the 
U.S. Anti-Doping Agency. (Senators also re-
ceived credit for sponsoring or co-sponsor-
ing a related bill introduced in September, 
S. 4547, which addresses racetrack safety as 
well as doping of racehorses.)

Shark fin sales 
A  indicates co-sponsorship of the Shark 
Fin Sales Elimination Act (S. 877) to pro-
tect sharks from cruelty and preserve our 
oceans’ fragile ecosystems.

which the fins of sharks are sliced off and the 
mutilated animals are tossed back into the 
ocean to die. The U.S. is both an end market 
and a transit point for shark fins obtained in 
countries with weak regulations or on the 
high seas where no nation’s laws apply. Some 
shark populations worldwide have declined 
by as much as 90% in recent decades because 
of the fin trade. This bill would prohibit the 
trade in shark fins, expanding on the Shark 
Finning Prohibition Act of 2000 and the 
Shark Conservation Act of 2010 (laws that 
banned shark finning and the transportation 
on U.S.-flagged vessels of fins not “naturally 
attached” to the carcass).

force them to perform an unnaturally high-
stepping gait for competitions. Congress 
passed the Horse Protection Act (HPA) 50 
years ago to end this abuse, but rampant 
soring continues, as shown in a 2010 audit 
by the USDA’s inspector general and by un-
dercover investigations by the Humane So-
ciety of the United States in 2012 and 2015. 
The PAST Act would end the failed system 
of industry self-policing, ban the use of de-

vices integral to soring, strengthen penal-
ties and make illegal the actual soring of a 
horse—all for negligible cost as determined 
by the Congressional Budget Office.

Funding letter 
A  indicates that a member was one of the 
41 senators who co-signed a group letter

(AWA), HPA, Humane Methods of Slaugh-
ter Act and federal animal fighting law, and 
for programs to provide shelter options for 
domestic violence survivors with compan-
ion animals and to encourage veterinarians 
to locate in underserved areas.

Puppy mills 
A  indicates co-sponsorship of the Puppy 
Protection Act (H.R. 2442) to address se-
rious gaps in welfare standards for tens of 
thousands of breeding dogs and puppies at 
large-scale breeding operations licensed 
by the U.S. Department of Agriculture. Al-
though the agency recently finalized an im-
portant rule that includes some upgrades to 
dog care standards (e.g., requiring hands-
on veterinary exams and 24-hour access to 
clean water), in many ways the regulations 
still allow overcrowded and inhumane con-
ditions at puppy mills, which often result in 
sick puppies being sold to consumers. This 
bill would codify the recent rule’s upgrades 
and make other long-overdue reforms, such 
as prohibiting the use of stacked cages and 
gridded or wire cage flooring, increasing

Disaster planning

fare Act (AWA) to submit annual contin-
gency plans for the animals in their care 
during emergencies such as natural disas-
ters, pandemics, power outages and animal 
escapes. Given the increasing frequency 
and intensity of weather-related emergen-
cies, as well as the COVID-19 crisis and 
potential for serious staffing shortages, it 
is crucial—for the animals’ sake and for 
the safety of first responders and the pub-
lic—that facilities plan in advance how to 
handle tasks such as evacuation, shelter-
in-place, and provision of backup food 
and water, sanitation, ventilation and vet-
erinary care. Disaster plans are already re-
quired under the accreditation process for 
many research facilities, zoos and aquari-
ums; the PREPARED Act would ensure 
that puppy mills, roadside zoos and other 
outliers also have plans in place.

Horse slaughter 
A  indicates co-sponsorship of the Safe-
guard American Food Exports (SAFE) Act 
(H.R. 961) to protect horses and consum-
ers by prohibiting the transport and export 
of U.S. horses to slaughter for human con-
sumption. American horses aren’t raised 
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for food and are routinely given drugs that 
can be toxic to people if ingested. Horse 
slaughter is cruel, and the U.S. public over-
whelmingly opposes it. Horses are often 
seriously injured or killed during long-dis-
tance transit. At the slaughter plant, horses 
rarely experience quick, painless deaths. 
This predatory industry doesn’t “eutha-
nize” old, sick horses; young and healthy 
horses are purchased, often by buyers mis-
representing their intentions, and killed for 
the overseas horsemeat market.

Minibus #1 
A  indicates a vote in favor of final pas-
sage of H.R. 7608, the initial package of 
fiscal year 2021 appropriations bills con-
sidered by the House, known as “minibus 
1.” We note that representatives had many 
reasons for voting as they did on this large 
multi-issue package, but we urged support 
for H.R. 7608 because it contains many vi-
tal animal protection measures we worked 
hard to secure. These include significant 
funding increases to curb horse soring, ex-
pand shelter options for domestic violence 
survivors with pets, and invest in new wild-
life crossings (structural passages beneath 
or above roadways to reconnect habitat and 
reduce human and wildlife road fatalities). 
The bill also contains strong provisions to 
require that AWA-regulated facilities such 

as puppy mills and roadside zoos have di-
saster plans; prevent horse slaughter plants 
from operating in the U.S.; bar the import 
of endangered elephant and lion trophies; 
combat wildlife trafficking; protect wild 
horses and burros; maintain Endangered 
Species Act protections for gray wolves and 
other imperiled species; end cruel hunting 
practices on public lands in Alaska; sustain 
funding for animal testing alternatives; 
protect farm animals at USDA research fa-
cilities; reduce slaughterhouse kill speeds 
for the sake of animals, workers and food 
safety; and prevent future pandemics by 
curbing the live wildlife trade.
