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How to Import Consolidated 1099 Data into TurboTax

Please note that these instructions are using the desktop version of the TurboTax
software. There may be slight deviations from the steps used in the online version.

1. After starting a New Tax Return from the File menu, select Import, then From Financial
Institution
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2. On the next screen enter “Apex” into the field titled “I'm looking for” and then select “Apex
Clearing Corporation”. Click Continue.
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3. Follow the instructions below and sign on to your account:

¢ Inthe Apex User ID field, enter your Firstrade 8-digits account number.

e Inthe Apex Password field, enter the tax ID number (your social security number without
slash) that is associated with the account. For most clients this will be their social security
number; however, if your account is an entity account, then it may be a tax identification
number.

e C(lick Continue.
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Sign on to Apex Clearing Corporation
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To smport your account information, enter the same UserlD and Password that is used to log on to the
Apex website
