U Section 9-1E-15(0) of the State Government Article prohibits SWARC from awarding a sports
wagering license under Title 9, Subtitle 1E of the State Government Article unless SWARC
determines and declares that an applicant selected for award of the license is in the public interest
and is consistent with the purposes of Title 9, Subtitle 1E of the State Government Avrticle.
