This is the second interim response to your Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request, originally
received by the United States Secret Service (Secret Service) on October 5, 2023, for information
pertaining to a copy of records (which includes videos/photos), electronic or otherwise, pertaining
“Commander” — the dog who lives in the White House, including, but do not limit to, all memos,
letters, reports, photographs, videos, and emails pertaining to “Commander” and the biting incidents.

After a detailed review of all potentially responsive records, 269 page(s) were released and 0 page(s)
were withheld in their entirety. After considering the "Foreseeable Harm" standard, outlined in Title
5 U.S.C § 552(a)(8)(A)(1) and Department of Justice guidance, exemptions under FOIA Statute Title
5 U.S.C. § 552, and/or the PA Statute Title 5 U.S.C. § 552a, have been applied where deemed
appropriate.
