Utah 

is 8-5 at home this season, outscoring opponents 47 to 37. Utah has 4 shorthanded goals this season. Utah has 

outshot opponents 256 to 216 in the third period. Utah is 5-1 when leading after 1 period and 7-1 when leading after 

2 periods. Utah had a season high crowd of 7,644 on December 9. They set a team record for Teddy Bears Tossed 

with 3,647 on December 9.

Grizzlies Signed Forward J.C. Campagna 

On December 16th the Grizzlies signed forward J.C. Campagna. On Saturday night he played in his 200th ECHL 

game and 201st North American pro hockey game as he played in 1 game with the AHL’s Chicago Wolves in the 

2018-19 season. Campagna had 1 assist in Utah’s 3-2 loss. The Grizzlies are his 10th different ECHL team that he 

has played with. In 200 league games he has 76 goals and 66 assists  

 

Cranley and Wichers Each Made Grizzlies Debut’s  

Goaltender Will Cranley and defenseman Quinn Wichers each made their Grizzlies debut on December 15th at 

Fort Wayne. Cranley saved 40 of 45 in the 5-2 loss. Wichers has scored a third period assist in each of his first 2 

games for the Grizzlies. Wichers has taken 2 shots and has a +1 rating for Utah this weekend in Fort Wayne.  

 

Grizzlies Captain Recalled to Colorado 

Defenseman Josh Wesley was recalled to the AHL’s Colorado Eagles. Wesley has 4 goals and 5 assists in 20 games 

this season. He has 69 shots on goal, which ranks 4th among all league defensemen.   

 

Grizzlies Acquire Quinn Wichers in Trade with Wheeling  

The Utah Grizzlies have acquired defenseman Quinn Wichers and future considerations in a trade with the 

Wheeling Nailers for Jordan Martel.  

Wichers has played in 3 games with the Wheeling Nailers this season. Prior to that he spent 2 seasons with the Rapid 

City Rush from 2021-2023, scoring 3 goals and 17 assists in 93 games. He also had 4 assists for the Rush in 11 

games in the 2022 Kelly Cup Playoffs. He also has 16 games of AHL experience with the Tucson Roadrunners in the 

2021-22 season and 10 games with the AHL’s San Diego Gulls in the 2022-23 campaign.  

Wichers appeared in 15 regular season games and 6 contests in the 2022 Kelly Cup Playoffs against the Grizzlies 

while he was a member of the Rapid City Rush.  

He played at Mercyhurst College from 2017-2021. He was a teammate with current Grizzlies goaltender Garrett 

Metcalf for 2 seasons at Mercyhurst. Wichers was the captain at Mercyhurst in the 2019-20 season.  

Martel had 6 goals and 5 assists in 16 games with Utah this season. Martel had 44 points (18 goals, 26 assists) in 45 

games last season.  

 

Will Cranley Assigned to Utah from Springfield 



Goaltender Will Cranley was sent to the Grizzlies from the AHL’s Springfield Thunderbirds. Cranley played in 6 

games with the ECHL’s Reading Royals, where he had a 3.55 GAA and a .893 save percentage. Cranley had 

previously been on the roster for the AHL’s Springfield Thunderbirds. He was drafted by the St. Louis Blues in the 

6th round (163rd overall) in the 2020 NHL Entry Draft. Cranley signed a three-year NHL entry-level contract with the 

St. Louis Blues in March 2, 2022.  

 

Could We Finally See an Overtime Game?  

The Grizzlies are the only team in the league who have yet to play a game past regulation. The Idaho Steelheads 

have had 4 games decided past regulation and they have a basic 3-1 record in those games. Last season the Grizzlies 

had 9 games decided past regulation. They were 3-4 when the game ended in OT and 2-0 when it ended in a 

shootout.  

 

 

Penner Played in 167th Straight Regular Season Game  

On December 17th the Grizzlies Ironman, Tyler Penner, played in his 167th straight regular season game. Penner has 

appeared in every regular season and playoff game for Utah since the start of the 2021-22 season. The streak is 

currently 167 regular season contests and 191 games if you include the postseason. Penner’s consecutive game 

streak is the longest for the Grizzlies in the 21st century. Penner has 27 goals and 33 assists in his Grizzlies career.

Josh Wesley Named Grizzlies Captain 

Defenseman Josh Wesley has been named captain of the Grizzlies for the 2023-2024 season. Keoni Texeira and 

Kyle Betts will be the assistant captains for Grizzlies home games. Tyler Penner and Dylan Fitze will be assistant 

captains for away games.  

Wesley is entering his eighth full season as a professional. He has 163 games of AHL experience with 5 different 

clubs. He has also spent time with the ECHL’s Florida Everblades, Tulsa Oilers and Maine Mariners. His best 

statistical season in the ECHL was with Florida, where he scored 29 points (9 goals, 20 assists) and was a +19 in 48 

games in the 2016-2017 season.  

Texeira brings leadership and experience to the club for the 2023-2024 campaign. Texeira was the captain of the 

Indy Fuel in the 2021-2022 season. Last year with Indy he led the club in plus/minus at +19. He is entering his 6 th 

season as a professional.  

Betts was a standout performer in the 2023 Kelly Cup Playoffs for Utah as he scored 6 points (3 goals, 3 assists) in 6 

games. Betts was 3 for 11 shooting in the playoffs. Last year Betts spent the majority of the time with the AHL’s 

Belleville Senators, where he appeared in 40 games.  

Penner has appeared in every game for the Grizzlies since the start of the 2021-2022 season. Penner led all Grizzlies 

forwards in plus/minus in the 2021-2022 campaign at +22. In 144 regular season games with the Grizz he has 24 

goals and 32 assists.  

Fitze and Penner were each the only Grizzlies skaters to play in all 72 games in the 2022-2023 season. Fitze had 17 

goals and 21 assists last season. In the last 27 games of the regular season he scored 23 points (9 goals, 14 assists).  

 
Grizzlies Winning Weekly/Monthly Awards (2023-2024 season)  

Garrett Metcalf – Goaltender of the Week (October 19-22, 2023). Metcalf was named Warrior Hockey ECHL Goaltender of the 

Week after earning his first pro career regular season shutout and the first shutout in the league this season. Metcalf saved all 35 

shots in a 1-0 win on October 22nd. He had 1 shutout at Mercyhurst College in the 2018-19 season. Metcalf also had a 39 save 

shutout vs Idaho in the Grizzlies 6-0 preseason win on October 13, 2023. In 34 career games with Utah he has a record of 16-12-

2 with a .906 save percentage and a 3.05 Goals Against Average.

Ryan Kinasewich enters his third season as Grizzlies Head Coach/General Manager. Kinasewich led the Grizzlies 

to a 42-27-2-1 record, winning the Mountain Division title for the first time in team history. Christian Horn is the 

new Grizzlies assistant coach. Last season Horn was an assistant coach with the EIHL’s Cardiff Devils. Horn played 

with Utah in the final game of the 2019-2020 season, scoring 1 goal at Rapid City on March 7, 2020. Horn played in 

24 games with Utah in the 2020-2021 season, scoring 2 goals and 5 assists. Jaxson Hibbard is the first year Head 

Equipment Manager after spending the past 2 seasons as Assistant Equipment Manager. Collin Lee will be in his 

fourth year as Grizzlies Athletic Trainer.

12 - Aaron Aragon – 2022-2023 Savannah (6 games, 0 goals, 2 assists, 2 points, 2 PIM, -2). Aragon played in 41 

games with Macon (SPHL) and had 19 goals, 20 assists, 39 points in 41 games. He also played in 1 game with 

Knoxville (SPHL). Aragon played at the U. of New England from 2018-2022.  

14 – Adam Berg – 2023-2024 Cincinnati (8 games, 1 goal, 1 assist, 2 points, 0 PIM, -3). Berg appeared in 19 

regular season games with Cincinnati in the 2022-23 campaign, where he had 4 goals and 2 assists. Berg scored 2 

goals in 11 games in the 2023 Kelly Cup Playoffs. Berg played at Brock University from 2018-2023, scoring 68 

points (35 goals, 33 assists) in 91 games.  

61- Kyle Betts – 2022-2023 Utah (5 games, 0 goals, 6 assists, 6 points, 2 PIM, +2, 13 shots on goal). Betts was a 

key contributor in the 2023 playoffs as he scored 3 goals and 3 assists. He was 3 for 11 shooting in the playoff series 

(27.3 %). Betts appeared in 40 games with the AHL’s Belleville Senators, scoring 1 goal, 2 assists and a +1 rating.  

24 – Nathan Burke – 2022-2023 Bowling Green State University (36 games, 17 goals, 12 assists, 29 points, 12 

PIM, +7). Burke also appeared in 10 games with the AHL’s San Jose Barracuda and scored 3 goals and 2 assists. 

Burke also scored 2 assists in 4 games with the ECHL’s Orlando Solar Bears. Burke was acquired in a trade with 

Orlando on October 18, 2023. Burke scored 33 goals and 19 assists in 2 seasons at Bowling Green. Earlier in his 

college career he played at the University of Minnesota from 2018-2021.  

23 – J.C. Campagna – 2022-23 Tulsa (7 games, 1 goal, 2 assists, 3 points, 4 PIM, +3). Campagna appeared in 199 

ECHL games prior to joining Utah on December 16, 2023. The Grizz are his 10 th different ECHL team he has 

played with. His best pro season came in the 2018-19 campaign with Fort Wayne where he scored 35 goals and 14 

assists in 61 games.  

28- Cody Caron – 2022-2023 Cincinnati (55 games, 2 goals, 8 assists, 10 points, 118 PIM, -4). Prior to turning pro, 

Caron played  three seasons of college hockey at Carleton University. Caron has good size at 6’2” and 197 pounds.  

29 - Brandon Cutler – 2022-2023 Utah (32 games, 15 goals, 15 assists, 30 points, -14, 12.0 shooting %). Cutler 

also appeared in 3 games with the AHL’s Belleville Senators, 6 games with the Hartford Wolf Pack and 9 games 

with the Colorado Eagles. In 55 games with Utah over the past 2 seasons Cutler has 57 points (25 goals, 32 assists) 

and a +1 rating.  

13 - Dylan Fitze – 2022-2023 Utah (72 games, 17 goals, 21 assists, 38 points, -22, 61 PIM). Fitze was 3rd on the 

club with 203 shots on goal. Fitze has appeared in 81 straight regular season games for the Grizzlies since being 

acquired in March 2022 from Orlando.  

Dylan was a key contributor in the second half of the season as he scored 23 points (9 goals, 14 assists) in the final 

27 games of the regular season. Fitze tied for the team lead with 3 goals in the 2023 Kelly Cup Playoffs. 

Fitze had a Gordie Howe Hat Trick on February 17, 2023 at Savannah, where he scored 1 goal, 2 assists and a fight 

in a 6-3 Utah win. 3 days later he scored 2 goals and 1 assist at Orlando in a 6-5 overtime loss. 

25- Cole Gallant – 2022-2023 Western Michigan University (39 games, 6 goals, 18 assists, 24 points, 4 PIM, +17 

rating). After his senior season at Western Michigan he finished the 2022-2023 campaign with the Trois-Rivieres 

Lions, where he scored 2 goals and 2 assists in 7 games.

10 - Mick Messner – 2022-2023 Utah (6 games, 0 points, +1). Messner started his college career at the University 

of Wisconsin and played there for 2 years from 2018-2020. He transferred to Merrimack College, where he spent 3 

seasons from 2020-2023. Messner had 5 goals, 4 assists and a +6 rating in 35 games with Merrimack this season. He 

signed with the Grizzlies on April 4, 2023 and he made his pro debut at Idaho on April 5, 2023. Messner appeared in 

1 game in the 2023 Kelly Cup Playoffs.  

21 - Tyler Penner – 2022-2023 Utah (72 games, 12 goals, 12 assists, 24 points, -12, 46 PIM, 9.1 shooting %)  

“Ironman” Penner has appeared in 144 straight regular season games with the Grizzlies since the start of the 2021-

2022 regular season. Penner has also played in every preseason and postseason contest for Utah over the last 2 

seasons.  

22 - Dakota Raabe – 2022-2023 Utah (55 games, 11 goals, 25 assists, 36 points, -10, 60 PIM, 11 power play points 

(3g, 8a, 9.4 shooting %). Raabe scored 1 goal in 5 games in the 2023 Kelly Cup Playoffs. Raabe scored the game 

winner in the eighth round of a shootout on March 12, 2023 vs KC. 

Raabe’s finest hour as a pro came on April 15, 2022 when he scored 3 goals vs Idaho in the game that clinched the 

Grizzlies first ever division championship. 

7 -  Brett Stapley – 2022-2023 Trois-Rivieres (57 games, 11 goals, 41 assists, 52 points, 35 PIM, -27). Stapley was 

selected in the 7th round (190th overall) by the Montreal Canadiens in the 2018 NHL Draft. Stapley was a member of 

the 2022 NCAA National Champions at Denver, where he was a teammate with Grizzlies defenseman Kyle 

Mayhew and former Grizzlies forward Cameron Wright. Stapley was outstanding during the championship year, 

scoring 43 points (18 goals, 25 assists) and was a +22 in 41 games in his 2021-2022 senior season. In 121 games at 

Denver he scored 99 points (32 goals, 67 assists). Stapley signed an AHL contract with the Colorado Eagles for the 

2023-2024 season. 

5 - Dean Yakura – 2022-2023 (2 games with Greenville and 2 assists in 8 games with Norfolk). Yakura has 61 

games of ECHL experience over 6 different seasons and 216 SPHL games in 7 different campaigns.  

Defenseman 

3 – Gianni Fairbrother – Missed the 2022-2023 season with injury. He spent the entire 2021-2022 season with the 

Laval Rocket of the AHL and had 1 goal and 6 assists in 25 games. Fairbrother played with the WHL’s Everett 

Silvertips for 5 full seasons from 2016-2021. In 160 games with Everett he scored 83 points (18 goals, 65 assists). 

Fairbrother was the captain of the Silvertips in the 2020-2021 season. He was drafted in the 3rd round (77th overall) 

by the Montreal Canadiens in the 2019 NHL Draft. Fairbrother is under contract with the NHL’s Colorado 

Avalanche, who acquired Gianni as well as picks No. 31 and 37 in the 2023 NHL Entry Draft from Montreal on in 

exchange for Alex Newhook on June 27, 2023. 

27 - Kyle Mayhew – 2022-2023 University of Denver (40 games, 2 goals, 11 assists, 13 points, 18 PIM, +20). 

Mayhew made his pro debut with the Grizzlies on April 5, 2023. He scored 1 goal and 2 assists for Utah in 5 regular 

season games. Mayhew was an impact player for Utah in the 2023 Kelly Cup Playoffs where he had 2 goals, 1 

assists and was a +4 in 6 games. Mayhew is a proven winner as he was a key defenseman on the DU 2022 national 

championship club.  

17 - Jacob Semik – 2022-2023 Utah (13 games, 0 goals, 3 assists, 3 points, 0 PIM, -5, 15 shots on goal). Semik 

returns to Utah for his first full professional season. Last season Semik completed a 4 year college career at Arizona 

State University before signing with Utah late in the regular season.
